	Learning Plan

	· Hook/Motivation
	The teacher will begin the class by telling the students that they are going to be learning how to say “Thank you” in the different languages of the world. The students will be instructed to access the internet. Students will access the above URLs. Students will find 10 translations of “thank you” and write them down. Later, students will draw a picture of thanksgiving and write the word and a country associated with the use of the translation on the picture.
